Answer-book must be submitted to the invigilator, in person, before
leaving the examination hall. Do not take any answer-book with you
while leaving the examination hall or leave the answer book unattended
on the Teacher's table.

Do not leave the examination hall without taking the permission of the
invigilator.

No student will be allowed to leave the hall after the warning bell.
