Students are required to follow all the rules and regulations of the college.

Students should maintain atleast 75% attendance in each term failing which
they will not be allowed to appear for the final exams.

Students should sign the attendance sheet circulated during each lecture,
failing which they shall not be marked present by the respective teacher in
his/her lecture. Tampering/writing on attendance sheets will attract
strict disciplinary action.

Students are required to ensure that there is no damage done to college
property. Students must not touch or fiddle with the smartboards in the
classrooms.

Students should not use mobile phones during class hours. If anybody is
found using mobile, the mobile phone will be confiscated.
